 Speed limit Woodford to Great Addington. A resident had written asking that the council request Highways to consider a 40mph limit on the road between Woodford and Great Addington. This stretch was by far the worse between Irthlingborough and Woodford yet had the national speed limit applied to it. The Council unanimously agreed and asked the Clerk refer the request to Highways.
