3 Planning Matters:
3.1. Kettering Energy Park Application NK/2025/0167. A wide-ranging discussion took place concerning this outline application. Concerns included non-adherence to existing policy, lack of detail within the application creating supposition about transport movements, the lack of sustainable transport links, future land use, building style, use and type, and the “energy element” being solar farms (most of which already had approval). Concerns regarding added traffic pollution and lighting together with lack of alternative routing for traffic if A14 was closed, were also raised.
3.2. Councillors agreed that an objection would be made based on non-adherence to policy, transport links and inadequate road network for increased traffic and high visual impact on landscape from distances of over twelve miles.
